In
collaboration with the Pastor, Director of Pastoral Ministries, staff, lay leaders of the
Mercy & Justice Commission and other lay leadership, parishioners, and external
partners, the Coordinator will ensure a consistent, integrated lens of social justice is
applied within all parish ministries. The Coordinator will serve as the staff liaison to the
parish Mercy & Justice Commission.

of relationship-building with the Mercy & Justice Commission and all connected
ministries and committees

e Provide leadership, vision, and oversight to effectively implement a range of social
justice ministries, including direct services as well as advocacy and educational



opportunities addressing social justice issues related to the environment, race,
immigration, economic inequality, sexuality, and gender identity

e Collaborate with the Coordinator of Youth & Family Outreach to develop and
implement learning and service opportunities for children, youth, and adults
Lead volunteer recruitment and training for Parish social justice ministries
Prepare and administer the Social Justice Ministries budget
